« Check that the voltage indicated on the data plate
corresponds with that of the local network before
connectingthe appliance to the mains power supply.

« Close supervision is required when using this appliance
near children.

« This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years
and above and persons with reduced physical, sensory or
mental capabilities or lack of experience and knowledge if
they have been given supervision or instruction concerning
use of the appliance in a safe way and understand the
hazards involved.

Before first use of Your Ash Vacuum Cleaner

Using Your Ash Vacuum Cleaner

Vacuuming

1. Release the Locking Clamps (4) and lift the Motor Housing (3) clear of the Ash
Tank (5) and ensure the filter is firmly fitted inplace.

2.Insert the Flexible Hose (6) into the Air Intake (8) of the vacuum ensuring it is
fully inserted.

3.Fit the Nozzle (7) into the end of the Flexible Hose (6).

4.Plug the vacuum into a suitable socket outlet, if using outdoors, an IP rated
socket outlet protected by an RCD is recommended to prevent electric shock.

5.Hold the Nozzle (7) firmly and switch on the vacuum using the On/Off Switch
(1).

6. Remove ash, dust debris as required.

@ WARNING!| DO NOT attempt to clean debris larger than half the width of the

nozzle as this can cause blockages and overheating of the vacuum.

/A WARNING!| DO NOT vacuum hot ash — allow the ash to cool before
vacuuming.
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Blowing

1. Release the Locking Clamps (4) and lift the Motor Housing (3) clear of the Ash
Tank (5) and ensure the filter is firmly fitted inplace. Refit the Motor Housing
(3).

2.Insert the Flexible Hose (6) into the Air Outlet (2) of the vacuum ensuring it is
fully inserted.

3.Fit the Nozzle (7) into the end of the Flexible Hose (6).

4.Plug the vacuum into a suitable socket outlet, if using outdoors, an IP rated
socket outlet protected by an RCD is recommended to prevent electric shock.

5.Hold the Nozzle (7) firmly and switch on the vacuum using the On/Off Switch (1)
OThis function is ideal for blowing leaves etc from pathways and lawns.

Cleaning and Maintenance of Your Ash Vacuum Cleaner

e Always ensure the Ash Vacuum is unplugged and the On/Off Switch (1) is in the
OFF position before storing away or cleaning.

e The outer surfaces of the Ash Vacuum can be wiped with a damp cloth and
dried.

e The inner of the Ash Tank (5) can be cleaned with warm soapy water and rinsed.
Ensure the tank is completely dry before re-attaching to the Motor Housing (3)

e DO NOT use abrasive cleaning materials or scouring pads to clean any part of
the Ash vacuum as this will damage the surface.

e DO NOT submerge any part of the Ash Vacuum in water or any other liquid.

Cleaning the Filters (9)

o After every 250-300 litres of use it is advised to clean the Filters (9) as
below:

1. The Filters (9) are reached by unclipping the Locking Clamps (4) and lifting the
Motor Housing (3) away from the Ash Tank (6).

2.The Filters (9) can now be removed from the Motor Housing (3) by simply

3. pulling away.

4.Clean the outer and inner Filters (9) using a vacuum cleaner.

5.Do not immerse the Filters (9) in water as this will affect the efficiency. Once
clean, replace the Filters (9) by pushing them back onto the Motor Housing (3),
ensuring the rubber seal is intact.

6. Replace the Motor Housing (3) onto the Ash Tank (6) and fasten the Locking
Clamps (4).

It is recommended the filters are changed after approximately 500 litres of
use or after 25 times the tank is emptied.
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Troubleshooting Guide

Possible Solution
Ensure the plug is fully inserted
into the socket and the socket
is switched on.

The unit may not be
properly plugged in.

Fitting a new plug

This appliance is fitted with a fused three-pin 13 amp plug to BS 1363. If the plug
has to be removed, it should be cut off and carefully disposed of immediately.
To avoid a possible shock hazard, do not insert the discarded plug into a mains
socket.

The mains lead must be connected as shown below. The wires are coloured with
the following code - Brown wire = Live (L), Blue wire = Neutral (N). NB no
connection must be made to the Earth terminal pin (E) under any circumstances.

Ensure the outer sheath is
securely held by the cord clamp

e The Blue wire must be connected to the terminal marked N or coloured Black.
The Brown wire must be connected to the terminal marked L or coloured Red.
Check that there are no cut or stray strands of wire inside the plug.

Use a 7 Amp BS 1362 fuse, only use BSI or ASTA approved fuses.

If you are in any way unsure which plug or fuse to use, always refer to a
qualified electrician.

After replacing or changing a fuse on a moulded plug, the cover must be
refitted to the plug; the appliance must not be used without a fuse cover.
