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Instructions for Use  
1. Place the waffle maker on a level, non-flammable surface. 
2. With the Lid (1) closed, insert the plug (with dry 

hands) into the mains socket and switch the socket 
on (if applicable). The red Power Indicator  (3) and 
green Ready Indicator  (5) will both illuminate and 
the waffle maker will begin to heat.  

 
 
 

3.  Rotate the Temperature Gauge  (6) to the desired 
temperature setting. It is recommended when first using the 
waffle maker to start with a lower temperature and adjust 
accordingly. 
 

4. Once the waffle maker is up to the required cooking 
temperature, the green Ready Indicator  (5) light will 
turn off and the red Power Indicator  (3) light will 
stay on. The Ready Indicator  (5) light may come on and 
go off during cooking – this is quite normal. 

 
 
 

5. Carefully pour your waffle batter into the 
bottom half of your pre-heated waffle maker. 

6. Ensure you do not over fill the mould. 
7. Close the Lid (1) and leave the waffle maker 

for approximately 4-5 minutes until golden 
and cooked, or leave for more or less cooking 
time according to taste. 

8. Using a tea towel or oven gloves open the Lid 
(1), be careful as hot steam can escape. 

9. Using a non-metallic utensil to remove the 
waffle. 

10. Unplug from the mains supply. 
11. Care should be taken when eating as the 

waffle will be hot. 
 
During cooking, the green ready indicator will cycle on and off – this is quite normal. 
 
Always use non-metallic utensils with the waffle maker such as wood or silicone. Metal utensils 
will damage the non-stick surface of the cooking plates. 
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Cleaning Your Waffle  Maker  
 Always unplug the waffle maker from the mains power supply before cleaning. 
 Allow the unit to cool before cleaning. 
 Do not clean any part of your waffle maker in a dishwasher.  
 Do not submerge any part of the main body or mains cable in water or any other liquids.  
 Wipe excess oil from the plates, with kitchen roll or similar. 
 Wipe clean the outside of the main body and the plates with a soft damp cloth. 
 Never clean any part of the waffle maker with harsh or abrasive cleaners.

To store, wrap the cord around the pedestal 
on the base as shown. 

 
 
 
 
 

 
Non-Rewireable Mains Plug
